Poręba Spytkowska is located in the Wiśnicz foothills (Pogórze Wiśnickie) in the southern part of the borough
of Brzesko. The picturesque location of Poręba Spytkowska encourages cycling and hiking. Material evidence
about the past of Poręba Spytkowska is to be found in the parish church. The church of St. Bartholomew the
Apostle dates back to the beginning of the 16th century. It is a building in the late Gothic style made of stone
and brick. The most valuable remains are the Gothic crucifix from the second half of the 15th century, the
late-Renaissance stone baptismal font from 1620, the painted antependium from 1685, and the 10-voice
organ built by the famous organ-builder Tomasz Falla. Next to the church there is a wooden bell tower dating
back to the 18th century of post-and-beam structure and an overhang bell chamber. In the bell tower there
are three bells.
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
